
"Given today's economic
environment and the approaching
year end, what· are some
considerations for those

considering a donation to most any
501(c)3 charitable organization?"

This question was posed to
Oak Creek Lion PDG Jordan

D. Chadwick JAR, CPS of
Central Financial Services, Inc.,

Wauwatosa, and an associate
of Philanthropy International.
We also asked his thoughts
more specifically about· Lions
considering a gift to the
permanent, donor-directed WLF
Lions Pode Endowment Fund.

"The first consideration,"

according to LionPDG Chadwick,
"is that the one thing'you can be
sure of is that charitable .giving
tax laws' are likely to change,
regardless of the party in power.
This year, a number of federal tax
limitations are being discussed.
Based upon the information
coming out of Washington,
we believe that all Estate and

Philanthropic Planning will be
affected, and not always for the
better. Given these potential
changes, taking advantage of
your planned giving opportunities
in 2009 could provide additional

leverage while continuing to plan
for future gifts."

"For most of us, WLF Lions

Camp and other WLF statewide
projects is in our charitable minds
'~d thoughts. Finding a way to
help that makes sense in our lives
is what forms our decisions about

giving: Realizing the value of a

tax deduction could be the added

advantage necessary to make a
gift a very real personal benefit."
When asked for a few specific
ideas that might be particularly
worthwhile today, Jordan
suggested these:
• A Gift of Life Insurance

can make your money work
harder. For ·example, a 65
plus year old could purchase
a $25,000 policy and pay
for it with a (deductible)
lump sum of $10,000 or
lower deductible premiums.
The WLF Lions Pride
Endowment Fund would

benefit from the policy face
value in your estate.

• IRA or Qualified retirement

plan Charitable Giving.
Many people reach the age
of 70 Y2 and are required

>-to take 'Required Mininlum
Distributions from these

plans. In a lot of cases·these
distributions can create a

"Tax Burden." Why not
make that distribution.

directly to the WLF Lions
Pride Endowment Fund?

By creating a tax deduction
you. can offset the income

tax and possibly cause less
income to be taxed.

• In-Kind for Sale

Contributions. If you have
a cottage or other highly
appreciated asset that's
difficult to sell in today's
depreciated market, making
it a gift to the WLF Lions
Pride Endowment Fund at
its current valuation can

minimize your tax liability,
and create a substantial
current tax deduction while' .

producing an increased
value when eventually sold
by the WLF Lions Pride
Endowment Fund.

There are many other planned
giving options to fit individual
interests and situations. One

guiding principle about charitable
giving, Lion PDG Jordan says, is
this: "If you could avoid 100%
of a tax today by planning a 10%
gift in the future, would that make
sense? Of course it may; it can
